BACKGROUND 
Bungalow Park Home Estate has been owned by the vendors for nearly 
3 years and during this period a number of homes have been bought-in, 
two of which are currently let on assured shorthold tenancies and three 
pitches are currently vacant and ripe for redevelopment.  In addition 
there are two residential studio / one bedroom units which require 
refurbishment and could be rented or sold on a long lease. 

The vendor has a ‘close knit’ group of parks in the South-east and 
wishes to concentrate on operating these parks and therefore would like 
to sell Bungalow Park Home Estate. 

LOCATION
Bungalow Park Home Estate is well located on the eastern side of 
the market town of Amesbury which has a population of circa 6,800 
people (2001 Census) of which approximately 20% were over the age 
of 60.  The centre of the town is within walking distance of the park 
and provides an excellent range of retail and service outlets to include 
post offi ce, banks, doctors’ surgery, DIY centre etc.  The town is a 
popular retirement location and Solstice Park, a 160 acre industrial and 
distribution park is currently being developed on the eastern outskirts 
of the town. Furthermore, a new Tesco supermarket has recently gained 
planning consent to be developed on London Road which lies close to 
the park at the end of Holders Road.  

Amesbury lies to the south of Salisbury Plain at the intersection of the 
A303 trunk route and the A345 Salisbury to Marlborough Road.  The 
town has a traditional town centre and has extended eastwards over 
the last century. The city of Salisbury lies circa 8 miles to the south, 
Stonehenge lies circa 2 miles west of Amesbury and Central London is 
circa 80 miles to the east.

Road communications are good with the A303 trunk route being a 
short distance from the property which links into the M3. There are 
regular local buses from the centre of Amesbury to Salisbury, Andover, 
Marlborough and other local centres.  

DESCRIPTION
The property is approached off Holders Road via a wide splayed 
entrance. Curbed tarmacadam driveways lead around the park to all the 
homes, except three which have the advantage of direct access onto 
Holders Road.  The site is gently sloping and forms a well established 
park with a mix of mainly twin units with two semi-detached permanent 
one bedroom residential units.  The park has planning consent for 70 
park homes and currently comprises:

The three homes with frontage and independent access onto Holders 
Road have the potential to make full residential building plots, subject to 
planning, and one of these pitches is currently vacant.  In addition the 
block of 7 garages could be replaced with a single park home unit and 
conversion of an open mown area, known as The Green to two narrow 
single park home units or a large twin unit, all subject to site licence 
conditions.

There are two studio one bedroom semi-detached residential units 
which the vendors plan to rent on Assured Shorthold Tenancies for circa 
£100 per week and there is a separate small timber framed and clad site 
offi ce.

Car Parking is predominantly adjacent to each home / pitch and there is 
a central car parking area, mainly reserved for visitors.
