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Background / Th e Opportunity 
Portsmouth Outdoor Centre is located on Langstone Harbour, an 
attractive harbour on Hampshire’s southeast coast. The property is 
an established educational centre offering courses and training for 
all levels of dinghy sailing, canoeing, windsurfi ng and power boating.  
The property is highly popular destination for school trips and 
activity days, both from the local area and further afi eld. To the south, 
Portsmouth City Council have let the former Great Salterns Mansion to 
Harvester Inns who have recently converted the premises to a public 
house / restaurant with parking.

The opportunity now exists to acquire the property as a going concern 
available on a new lease from Portsmouth City Council. Our client is 
seeking interest from parties that will add value to the existing business.

Location 
The property is well located on the eastern side of the A2030 Eastern 
Road which leads off the A27 and forms the main eastern route into 
Portsmouth and Southsea.  To the south and on the opposite side lies 
Great Salterns Golf Course which is a municipal ‘pay and play’ facility 
with a driving range.

Portsmouth City Centre is approximately 2 miles to the south-west via 
Eastern Road and Fratton. The South Coast is generally a very popular 
tourist destination and Portsmouth has become an important tourist 
centre with its historic Naval Dockyard including HMS Victory, the new 
Spinnaker Tower and Gun Wharf Factory Retail Village. To the North 
of the property are the South Downs which have been earmarked 
for designation as a National Park, other tourist attractions including 
Porchester Castle and the Royal Armouries Museum.  The Solent is 
a very popular sailing and water sports area with a large number of 
marinas together with other leisure facilities. 

Communications to the property are good with access to the A27 
approximately 1 mile to the north which in turn leads into the A3 to 
London and M27 westwards to Southampton.  There are regular train 
services from Portsmouth to London Waterloo Station with a journey 
time of between 1 hour 45 minutes and 2 hours 15 minutes, and local 
services connecting along the South Coast.  Portsmouth also has ferry 
terminal with regular services to the Continent and Isle of Wight.  

Description  
Portsmouth Outdoor Centre comprises a modern purpose built 
centre building, a 13 metre high outdoor climbing wall, boat stores, 
and outdoor units in the form of a storage shed and fuel store. In 
addition to the buildings, the site extends to approximately 1.28 ha / 
3.17 acres. The property is accessed off Eastern Road.

The main building is arranged over ground and fi rst fl oor and comprises 
three teaching/classrooms each with capacity for circa 30 children, 
lounge, six changing rooms & WCs, a workshop, storage rooms, staff 
area, reception and two small offi ces. There are external boat storage 
areas at either end of the building with slipways into the Harbour.  

Adjacent to the property is a grassed sports ground which is used by 
local sports clubs and teams.

Equipment
The property is offered fully equipped.  Boats include circa 35 Kayaks/
Canoes, 6 Windsurfers, 113 Sailing Dinghies and 12 Powerboats.  
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
